The study aimed to find out the role of local customs, especially the fate
renewal ofthe Mae Chan river, and its impact. In-depth interview was conducted to
collect the data from 18 people representing different groups of people in tambol
Patiew. The data were also collected form related do comments as well as form

participatory observation.

The findings were briefly stated as follows :

The important role of local culture — in this case, the fate renewal of the
Mae Chan river, which was inherited form the ancestors, was to strengthen the
spiritual security of the people and the learning process of local cuiture. At the
same time, it helped to urge people and local crganizations to coordinate in
mobilize resources in the community and near by communities and to expend the
network. It also urged state agencies concerned 1o participate in convening the Mae
Chan river.

The result of the ritual of the fate renewal of the Mae Chan river was that people
began to realize the importance of the river and that it promoted unity of local people. It
was alsoa model for conserving other rivers. In addition, state agencies concemed gave

support to different projects, suchas resources construction and reforestation.

Recommendations TE 1 5 8 3 4 6

Different state agencies concurred should participate more in promoting local
organizations and people to integrate the Mae Chan river conversation activities in
order to have a wide range of resources. Neat, a good attitude toward the river
conservation should be created. People should be given the correct knowledge
and understanding about the environmental resources. They should be made to

realize the situation and the problems so that they will help protect the river.
