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The goal of this research is to future investigate students’ emotional quotient
and examine the antecedent factors influence their response. This investigation has
conducted in an attempt to study some of the relationship factors that contribute to
improve and corrective management in terms of emotional quotient. The research
design uses the purposively selected from two custer of the students were study that is
the primary high school or M1-M3 (100 samples) and another 100 samples from
secondary high school or M4-6 (100 samples) by administered questionnaires to
students who are studying in Phasartratprachakit School in Ratchaburi Province.
Statistic method was using the descriptive statistics such as frequency, percentage ,
mean and standard deviation. Moreover, the inferential also was used to hypothesized
testing by Pearson’s correlation and ANOVA as well.

A preliminary analysis of the data revealed that majority of respondents were
female. The result showed that respondents were in the lower 15 - year age group,
average income lower than 500 baht. The GPA level was range 3.01-4.00 , their parent
mostly married and living at home. Their parent’s occupation was famer, and mostly
was in the lower 10,000 baht income group. Descriptive statistics for the social
environmental factors was obtained a moderate level. According to each dimension of
social environmental factors were obtained the following : the internal relation in
family was high level, both friend interrelationship and mass media exposure were
moderate level.

However, respondents were obtained a high level particularly understanding

others. The research hypotheses were supported that comprised four hypotheses. The
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hypothesis theorized that (1) female have higher EQ. level than from male., (2) there
was a difference between parent’s occupation and emotional quotient were their
father’s government officer have higher EQ. than father’s framer. (3) there was a
difference between intemnal relation and emotional quotient, and (4) there was a
difference between mass media exposure and emotion quotient.

The research recommendations for this study were: (1) Family as an imponance
unit, government should attend the family role, support, nromote deal with family
activities which are built internal relationship among member of family such as parents,
and children. It probably establish Thai family day as well. (2) Mass communications
organization should emphasize the content of message that should be knowledge,
useful infoxmation,‘ and Thai society and lifestyle. They should reduce the serious
issues, and harmfulness such as murdering , and terrorism. Meanwhile, government .
should regularly participate to monitor and verify the message. (3) Religious , as an
emotional quotient development unit, was the heart and soul center. Its role was
human’s mind and spirit improvement in terms of ethics, and virtue. Directions for
future research were (1) Future search should add more variable such as religious
which probably influence the students’ emotional quotient. (2) Future research should
consider to study comparison between urban and rural area which are different

environment. It may be the different emotional quotient.
