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The Study was made for the following purposes : TE 1 5 9 3 3 3

1. to find out the attitude of the students toward lesbian behavior:

2. to identify the factors aifecting the students attitude toward lesbian behavior:;

3. to recommend some way to solve the lesbian probiem.

The sample of 240 students from public and private universities were included in the
study. The data were analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean, standard, t-test and F-test.

The findings were summed up as follows :

1.Personal factors Most of the students in the study were female. They were more than
21 years old. Their allowance was below or equal to 5,000 baht a month. They compiete their
high school from co-ed schools. Their fathers and mothers lived together. Most had their
hometowns in the provinces and were currently studying in private universities.

2.Family factors Most of the sample were reared by a method, followed by the strict
method and the negligent method, respectively. The father and mother relationship of the majesty
was modulate and that of the others was high.

3.Most samples had friends of the same sex. The majesty lived at the dounitives and
some lived with their parents. They were introduced to lesbians by their friends. They got
information about lesbianism from jerermals and student magazines.

4.The majesty of the sample had a moderate knowledge and understanding about

lesbianism .

5.The students in the sample had a moderate attitude toward Iesbian practice. The mean
scores of the dimensions considered ranked from the highest to the lowest were touching. flirting,
cmbracing, sex-stimulating action, and having sex, respectively .

6.The factors affecting their attitude toward lesbian practiced were age, marital status of
the parents, current educational institute, hometowns, type of child-rearing practiced between the
parents (strict, democrate and negligent), relationship between the parents and the child,
characteritics  of friends, type of residence, person(s) with whom the students stayed, knowing
and yetting familiar with lesbians, getting related information, and knowledge, and understanding
about lesbians practice. On the contrary, se;(, income, high school from which the student
completed his/her education and relationship between iather and mother were found to have no
effect on their attitude toward lesbian behavior.

7.Most samples said the there were impassive points and bad points about lesbian
behavior. Such practice was prevailing because of the influence of man media and the acceptance

of the society. However, they considered lesbian behavior unusual and suggested that the family

should give children love and understanding.
