The two purposes of the study were to find out the self-adjustment of teachers to the
student-centered approach in order to enter the educational quality assurance system and 2) to
identify their problems and to seek their suggestions on self-adjustmcnt to the student-center
approach. The data were collected from 100 teachers i 9 schools in Educational Area 2 in Mae
Loa District, Chiangrai Province. These teachers had already passed the evaluation made by
outsiders. Frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test were used for data
analysis.

The findings were summed up as follows:

1) Overall, the teachers’ self-adjustment about the student-centered approach in order to
enter the educational quality assurance system was found to be moderate.

2) Factors affecting the teachers’ self-adjustment. Female teachers adjusted themselves

“to the student centered approach better than male ones. The factors that had no influence on their
self-adjustment were teaching experience, number of teaching hours per week, extra assignment,
knowledge and understanding about the educational quality assurance system, and motivation;

3) Problems and obstacles to self-adjustment to the student-centered approach. The
activities that were difficult to do were free teaching methods that fit the nature of the students,
application of local intellect, technology and media to use in teaching, and arranging activities to

promote students’ moral and ethics.

Recommendations TE 1 5 9 3 1 9

. Rclated agencies should provide the teachers with a training course on the student-
centered approach so that they can put it into practice more easily.

2. Teuchers should be taught how to conduct classroom research to help solve the
students’ learning problems.

3. Both teachers and students should build a nice learning atmosphere suitable for the
contents taught. This will make students love leaming and feel enthusiastic to come to school.

4. Teachers should be encouraged to create a variety of situations and innovations to
teach so that the students will develop moral and ethics. The school and related agencies should

provide the teachers with materials, including incentives.
