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The research titled “The Role of Women in Village Fund Operation : A Case Study of
Village Funds Committees in Nontaburi Province” had the following objectives:

1. To study the role of women committees in village fund operation,

2. To study the factors contributing o the role of women committees in village
fund operation,

3. To identify problems and to propose suggestions to improve the performance of
women committees’ roles in village fund.

The sample group iu this research consisted of 317 women of village funds
committees in Nontaburi Province. The data were collected by questionnaires asking
women committees of 153 village funds in 6 districts, Nontaburi Province. The statistics
employed were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test. The hypostheses was
testing at the significant level of 0.05.

The findings were summarized below:

1. The role of women committees in village fund operation in totally 8 aspects
ways were at a high level. The highest role was loans consideration while the administrative

role was at the second level. The lowest role was working promotion.

2. The factors contributing to the role of women committees in village fund
operation were age, education levels, occupation, income, and working period. The factors
disassociating with the operational role were marital status, staying period in the area, data
and mformation access, training experience, and previous experience from other funds.

3. Regarding problems and suggestions to improve the performance of women
committees’ roles in village fund operation, it was found that the main problems were 1) the
lack of knowledge and confidence, 2) the inability to completely accomplish the role due to
family duty, 3) the limited role in expressing opinion in meetings, and 4) the disapproving
response after giving opinion. The suggestions were proposed as followed: 1) women
committees should establish self-confidence and study related laws and regulations as a
guidance in performing their roles; 2) they should schedule the proper time for fund
administration, personal work, and family duty; 3) they should have the total understanding
of their role and duty as village fund committees to be able to express their opinions
confidently; 4) there should be more numbers of women committees since they have more

leadership and responsibility than men committees.
