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ABSTRACT 239728

The objectives of this study were: 1) to study the state of desirable characteristic of
Khon Kaen University Scholars, and 2) to study factors affecting desirable characteristics of
Khon Kaen Scholars. The population included 1,850 instructors and 27,620 undergraduate
students of Khon Kaen University in 2008 academic year, total of 29,470 persons. The
instrument was the questionnaire. Data were analyzed by using Statistical Computer Program to
calculate the Frequency, Percentage, Mean, and Standard Deviation. For correlation analysis
between desirable characteristic and factors affecting desirable characteristics of Khon Kaen
University Students, it was performed by using Person’s Product Moment Correlation and
Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis.

The research findings found that:

1) For the overall state of students based on desirable characteristic of Khon Kaen
University, it was in “High” level in every aspect. Considering each aspect, found that the Khon
Kaen University Students had specific desirable characteristic in higher level than other aspects.
The second order was the prominent characteristic. The lowest level was the general
characteristic.

2) For the overall factors affecting desirable characteristics of Khon Kaen University
Students, it was in “high” level. Considering each aspect raking in order from high to low, found
that the curriculum development, encouragement and development for instructors, instructional
management, encouragement and development for students, and quality assessment in producing
scholars respectively.

3) For the relationship between factors affecting desirable characteristic of Khon Kaen
University Students, found that there was positive relationship between Pearson’s Correlation
Coefficient and desirable characteristics of Khon Kaen -University Students at .01 significant

levels. Considering each aspect, found that the relationship was in “Low” level in curriculum and
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development, instructional management, and scholars’ quality assessment. For the
encouragement and development for instructors and encouragement and development for
students, found that the relationship was in “High” level.

4) For Stepwise Multiple Regression Equation of factors affecting desirable characteristic
“of Khon Kaen University Students in total of 5 aspects including: the curriculum development
{ X1 ), instructional management ( X2 ), encouragement and development for instructors ( X3 ),
encouragement and development for students (X4), and quality assessment in producing the
scholars ( X5 ) which could predict the students’ desirable characteristic which caused by the
predictors as the encouragement and development for students ( X4 ), encouragement and
development for instructors ( X3 ), curriculum development ( X1 ), The Multiple Correlation
Coefficient was 0.50, the predictive power was 25.40% at .01 significant level. The equations
were developed in raw scores and standard scores as follows:

Predictive equation in raw scores:

Y = 1.865 + 0.271 (X,) + 0.174 (X,) + 0.101 (X,)

Predictive equation in standard scores:

Z = 0.286(2,) + 0.192 (Z,) + 0.091 (Z,)
