The objective of this research was to study the opinions of the teachers, who arc

government officials, on the development of academic affairs administration in
Pakpriecowittayakhom School under the Department of General Education, Saraburi
Province. The population of this rescarch was 59 government official tcachers of
Pakpricowittayakhom School in the first semester of the academic year 2003. Most of them
were female (66%). The average age of this group was between 41-50 years old. Most of
them graduated in bachelor Ievel (76.3%) and about a half of the group (44.1) had longer
than 20-years experience in this profession. At the time of doing the research, most of them
(79.7%) were teaching daily. The rescarch tool was survey questionnaire. The data analysis
was executed by calculating the percentages and finding the statistical figures, means and

standard dev iation,

The results of this research were:

The development of academic affairs administration in Pakprieowittayakhom
School was overall performed in high level. The tasks of it could be put in order from the
highest to the lowest averages: Teaching Administration, Library, Academic Planning, Test
and Evaluation, Teaching Technique Development, and Teaching Materials Production
Center.

The execution result of each task of the academic affairs administration was

follows:
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I.  Academic Planning

The Establishment of the guidelines in academic affairs planning was
highest performed. The sccondary was the projects/programs of academic affairs
that were performed by competent and skillful personnel.

2. Tecaching Administration

The teaching administration that responded to the curriculum was highest
performed. Secondary was the sclection of teachers that fit to the subjects by
considering the knowledge and skills and the majors of the teachers.

3. Tecaching Matcrials Production Center

There were enough competent and responsible personnel producing the
teaching materials in the Teaching Materials Production Center was highest
administrated. The development of the teaching materials and media was tic
sccondary.

4. Tcaching technique development

Stimulating the teachers make lesson plan of all subjects was highest
administrated. The secondary was the promotion of tcachers organizing activitics
that emphasize on the student-centered technique and the integrated learning.

5. Library

The registration of books, the statistic of service-using record, and
borrowing and returning books system wcre exccuted highest. The sccondary was
the promotion of reading-book and researching-by-self to students.

6. Test and evaluation

Controlling the test and cvaluation according to the rules and regulations of

the Ministry of Educaticn and the school's policy was highest performed and the

sclection of personncl to be responsible for this task was the sccondary.
