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The purpose of this study was: to investigate the problems encountcred by teachers in
Bangkok in implementirg the New Curriculum of the Basic Education Nutwork in the office of
the Private Education Commission in Bangkok Metropolis and: to compare the implenientation
and problems encounterd by the same teachers. Compare the expericnces and involvement of
tcachers in the implementation of the New Curricutum. Compare the problems encounterea by the
same teachers in the implementation of the New Curriculum. The teachers surveyed were drawn
from across the spectrum of Key stages and with varying amounts of teaching experience. Data
was collected from 370 teachers within the Greater Bangkok area. The instrument used to collect
data was a questionnaire consisting of 41 questions. Teacher’s responses were recorded on a 5
point sliding scale from 1 to 5 of degree of seriousness. 1 representing the least serious and 5 the
most serious.The data was analyzed with percentage, mean, standard deviation and tested the
hypotheses with t-test and one-way ANOVA, configuring the difference with Scheffe’s method.
The study found that:
1. Problems encountered in implementing the New Curriculum of the Basic Education
Network in the office of the Private Education Commission in Bangkok Metropolis in all seven
aspects were considered of medium seriousness.
1.1. In setting up aspect: Problems cncountered after this stage were also considered
of medium seriousness.Teachers surveyed, conducted a lot of workshops on curriculumn i schools

but attended the least for outside seminars. Teacher surveyed had considerable problems in
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explaining to other tcachers how to initiate the curriculum but they had the least problems in
joining with other school’s scminars.

1.2 In designing school curriculum: Tne implementation and problems encouniered
were censidered relatively serious. Teachers surveyed were involved a lot in determining learning
subjects and cexpected results in cach term and year but they were the least involved in
investigating information that was required to design school curriculum. Teachers surveyed had
considerable problems in investigating information that was needed to design the school
curriculum but they had the least problems in determining their syllabus.

1.3 In planning to implement the curricu’um: Problemis experienced during the
planning of the implementation were considered relatively serious. Teachers surveyed werc
mvolved a 1ot i enceuraging teachers ¢ do classroom action research but they were the least
involved in arranging cocuments for understanding the learning activities accerding to the
educaticaal act.Teachers surveyed had considerable prcblems in initiating, practicing, analyzing
and synthesizing activities for students but they had the least probl=ms in acquiring media and
information technolugy.

1.4 In managing the curriculum: Problen.s encountered in the actual implementation
were considered relatively serious. Teachers surveyed were involved a lot in the systematic
‘nternal audits but they were the least involved in school Lased managcment. Teachers surveyed
had considerable problems drafting term ard yearly community reports but they had the least
problems in measuring quality management.

1.5 In orientation-monitoring: The implementation and problems expericnced were
relatively serionus. Teachers surveyed were involved a lot in projects for planning, orientating and
monitoring in their schools, as well as setting up systems for them but they were the least
involved in setting up internal monitoring committees. Teachers surveyed had considerable
problems in monitoring reports but they had the least problems in updating curriculum-
management documents.

1.6 In evaluating: Problems experienced at this stage were relatively scrious. Teachers
sarveyed were involved a lot in systematically evaluating the implementation of the curriculum

but they were the least involved in the external auditing. Teachers surveyed had considerable
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problems issuing yearly parent and community reports but they had the least problems issuing
the Private Education Commission report.

1.7 In improving the curriculum: Problems experienced during implementation of this
stage were relatively serious. Teachers surveyed were involved a lot in improving educational
quality plan, setting vision, missions, strategies or targets for the following year but they were the
least involved in using the classroom action research for improvement. Teachers surveyed had
considerable problems in planning, setting vision, missions, strategies or targets for the following
year but they had the least problems in using information to improve educational quality.

2. Comparing problems experienced in the implementation of New Curriculum of the
basic education network in the office of the Private Education Commission in Bangkok
Metropolis.

2.1 By teachers of one key stage and teachers of more than one key stage, in general,
there was virtually no difference in all seven aspects, except, they did differ significantly in the
improving of the curriculum with p-value of 0.05.

2.2 By teachers with varying years of teaching experience, in general, there was no

difference in all seven aspects, and in detail, they were also not different.
