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The purposes of this research were:

1. To study the conditions and the problems in operating standard quality
assurance in private schools concerning on women's clothes sewing curriculum in the
academic year 2004

2. To compare the operation of standard quality assurance in privatc schools
concerning ori women's clothes sewing curriculum as categorized by teaching
experiences and educational qualifications of the teachers

3. To study the problems and the obstacles in operating standard quality
assurance in private schools concerning on wornen’s clothes sewing curriculum in
Bangkok

The population responding to the questionnaires were the 132 teachers from
127 private schools concerning on women's clothes sewing curriculum in non — formal
education in Bangkok. The research instruments employed were the questionnaires and
the interview forms. The percentage, means, standard deviation, a;nd the group

Comparison were used to analyze the data.



The research results were found that TE 1599399

1. the condition in operating standard quality assurancza in a whole was in the
most level. When considering detail separately, it was found in the most level of 5
components; the achievement of the students, the personnel, the philosophy and the
goals of the schools, the curriculum, the teaching — learning process and the students’
affair. Two components ; the resources for learning and teaching and the management
and the administration were found in the moderate level.

2. the problems in operating standard quality assurance in a whole was in
the moderate level. When considering detail separately, it was found in the moderate
level cf 5 components; the personnel, the resources for learning and teaching, the
students’ affair, the management, the administration® and the curriculum and the
teaching — learning process. Two components; the philosophy and the goals of the
scheols and the achievement of the students were found in the least level.

3. the comparison of the conditions and the problems in operating according
to the criterion and the 7 benchmarks according to the hypotheses revealed that

3.1 the teachers with different educational qualifications had different
opinions about the conditions and the problems.

3.2 the teachers with different teaching experiences had different opinions
about the conditions of operation but their opinions abceut the problems of the operation
were not different.

4. The problems anc the suggestions from the interview could be summarized
as follows;

4.1 The important problem was that the personnel in the schools felt
unsecured about their profession and they lacked of social welfare supports. The
teachers or the permanent employees of the schools were likely to quit their jobs often
because they did not have minds for their jobs. There were not the teachers who were
responsible in their jobs tremendously. Thus this problem can effect other problems

continuously.
4.2 The suggestion was on the organizational management. The schools

should have the personal development plans in short and long terms. The schools

should also have handbooks or guidelines for the personnel to follow in every section.
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
