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The results of this study were summarized as follows: TE 1 59993

1. The constituents have perception in the removal process of local council or
local administrative members of TAO in a high level equals 50.25 percent, medium level
42.5 percent and tow level 7.25 percent.

2. Seven factors are related to constituents’ perception and opinion in the
removal process of TAO members: 1) frequent following up of voters on the works of
TAO administrators, 2) occasional following up of voters on the works of TAO
administrators, 3) acknow.edgement of TAO news from local newspapers, 4) occasional
exercising of constituents' vote for Member of Parliament and Member of Senate House,
5) acknowledgement of TAO news from neighbours and relatives, 6) sex, and 7)
acknowledgement of TAO news from advertising bus/van respectively. Positive effect
factors are number 1,2,3,5 and 6 Inversed factor are number 4 and 7. .

3. Main problem for constituent's participation in the removal process is the
poverty which causes them to ignore the removal process. Other obstacles are the
interference of local gangsters or their relatives, lacking of group leaders and
understanding on the process. Solution for these problems are: eradicating the poverty
in local community, raising awareness of people in participating in the removal process,

and educating people to understand more on the removal process.

Recommendations from researcher:

1. Authorities should support the positive factors that promote constituent’s
perception and opinion in the removal process of TAO members, for example: support
people's paiticipation on following up on the works of TAO administrative members and
use local media to communicate TAO news with focal people. Regarding an inversed
effect factor, people shoula aware of their right and duty to pariicipate in the examination
and removal process and in every political and government level. Another inversed
effect factor is the acknowiedgement of TAO news from advertising bus/van. As the
nature of this kind of media is too fast to bring full TAO information to the people, the
authorities should constantly provide the news through this bus/fvan so that all

information can be reached by all local people.

2. Recommendations from this study should be applied to solve the real
problems that happen in local community. People and authorities should cooperate to
tackle the problems together as the main obstaclzs for people to participate in the

removal process are poverty and corruption.



The study has the follcwing objectives: TE 159993

1. To examine constituent's perception and opinion on removal process of
local assembly's members or local administrator of Tambon Administrative Organization
(TAQ)

2. To study factors ‘which are related to constituent's perception and opinion
on removal process of local assembiy's members or{ @P‘Jdministrator of TAO

3. To analyze problems and solutions for constituent's participation in the

removal process of local assembly's members or iocal administrator of TAO

The study was conducted using questionnaires surveying a sampie of 400
constituents from four TAOs in Ubon Rachathani Province, including Kamyai, Rainoi,
Huarue and Pac. The data collected are analyzed by SPSS/PC program using
descriptive statistics, mean, standard deviation, and multiple regression process,

assuming 0.05 level of significant.
