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The purpose of this research were to develop learning management in
Thai of Mathayomsuksa 4 by using CIPPA Model learning managemsnt and to
compare of learning achievement betweeb pre-test and post-test by using CIPPA
Mode! learning management. The group of samples was 40 Mathayomsuksa 4
students at Saipanyarangsit School, in the second semester of the 2003
academic year. The instruments includes 12 learning management plans and
learning achievemént tests. The experiment was One-group pre-test — post-test
design and t-test Dependent were used in this study.

The results of the research were as follows :

1. The standard of efficiency of learning management plan in Thai of
Mathayomsuksa 4 by using CIPPA Mode! learning management was at 80/80

2. The post-test mean score of Mathayomsuksa 4 students in Thai
achievement was significantly higher than that of the pre-test mean score at .01

level.
