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The study was aimed at finding out the success and the factors contributing to
the success in interrogation of criminal cases in which children and obstacles and some
suggestions to solve the problems. The data were collected from 116 police
interrogators in the provincial potice stations in Phayao and Chiangrai provinces. A
questionnaire constructed by the researcher was used as the insttument. The
descriptive statistics used were percentage, mean and standard deviation while the
hypotheses were tested by using the inferential statistics, i.e., t-test and F-test, at the
0.05 level.

The findings were briefly stated below.

As a whole, the success in the interrogation of criminal cases in which children
and youths were victims witnesses, and the accused was fond to be great. The
completeness of the interrogation as specified by the rules, regulations and orders was
found to be moderate. The right of witnesses, victims and the accused was protected
as stipulated by law. Steps or procedures of the interrogative progress could be done

swiftly and continuously at a high level. Cooperation of agencies related to the
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interrogation of criminal case in which children and youths were involved was found
to be moderately good. The victims, witnesses or the accused were found to believe in
the judicial process at a high level.

The background variables contributing to the success of the interrogation were
number of working years, number of years in the current position, education. The
environmental factors affecting the success cf the interrogation were officc where
interrogation took place, relationship between people in the organization, cooperation

and no conflict between related agencies, and receiving training to improve knowledge

and skills.

Recommendations

1. The high-level administrators should give importance to the personnel
development policy. Seminars and workshops should be held to increase the
personnel’s knowledge and skills, and to find some way to solve problems together.

2. Some laws and regulations that do not facilitate the work should be revised
in order to lesson the difficulties in work and to give justice to all parties.

3. The high-level administrators should find enough interrogators to meet with
the workload so that the interrogators can have enough time to take a rest. They
should not be assigned to work in other lines such as crime prevention and
suppression. The interrogation rooms should be neatly divided. The superior should
give importance to the interrogative work and make it efficient.

4. All parties should give good cooperation all the time. Appointment should
be made for the public attomey, the psychiatrist and the lawyer to participate in
interrogation or in hearing it.

S.Agencies responsible for disseminating technical information should quickly
give interrogators information and knowledge about laws and regulations concerning
interrogation of criminal cases in which children and youths are victims, witnesses or
the accused.

6. Qualitative research should be conducted to find the proper form of
operation in interrogation of the cases in which children and youths were involved so

that the public will have faith in the service system.
