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The Purpose of the study was twofold : 1) to survey the quality of life of people
in the Wat Fichai Comraunity and 2) to point out the factors related to their quality of life. The
population was 240 households. Probability sampling was used to select the sample of 120
households. First, the samples were selected by using simple random sampling and after that
purpesive sampling was used. Then the samples were given a questionnaire to fill out. Frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test were used tc analyze the data.

The findings were summed up below.

1. Most of the subjects were females (62.50%). They were 3140 years old.
About 70% were married and lived with their husbands/wives. Most of them (42.50%) completed
elementary school. About (46.67%) were engaged in general employment and earned a monthly
income of 5,001-7,500 baht per month.

2. The level of quality of life of the community people had six aspects. It was
found that a middle level four aspects found to be family life, social life health and community
life, so that a rather low level two aspects found to be working life and economic security. The

quality of life of people in the Wat Pichai Community was found to be moderate.

3. When t-test and F-test were used to test the hypotheses, it was found that all
the background variables except education and income were significantly related to the quality of

life of the community people. That is, these with high education and these with high income were

found to be satisfied with their quality of life at the 0.05 level.

Recommendations TE 1 5 8 8 8 9

1. The government should provide the community people with occupational

knowledge and skills. The community people should receive educational promotion so that they

can have job security.

2. For life and property safety of community people, a red box should be

placed in the community so that the patrol police will frequent to keep peace there.

3. The community should form a saving group and so should occupational
groupé. For example, a group that produces artificial flowers from waste should be formed to

rcduce the garbage volume and enable people to increase their income. This will make their

community become strong.
