This Research comprises 3 objectives , i.e., 1) to study the meaning of “local
attachment” expressed by Phu Wieng villagers; 2) to study local attachment behavior
of Phu Wieng villagers; 3) to study approaches for promotion of local attachment of
Phu Wieng villagers. (

It is a qualitative research using the in-depth interview technique for data
collection; 15 villagers in Tambon Nai Muang Phu Wieng District Khon Khan
Province were in-depth interviewed as key-informants; in addition, observation is also
applied. Data analysis is done with logical context description and descriptive
statistics.

Findings of the study can be summarized as follows:

1. The meaning of local attachment given by Phu Wieng villagers can be
divided into 2 aspects, i.c., in attitude and behavior. In summary, local attachment
means the love in local, in community; feeling of owning natural resources and
residence; feeling of concern among themselves. The behavior follows those
sentiments are helping in work, village development, sense of unity, sacrifice,
kindness, mindfulness, endurance, consulting and bringing good things to the village.

2. In the behavioral aspect, Phu Wieng villagers still need capital and
knowledge from town; at the same time some villagers migrated to town to find job as
hired worker increasingly. These people are able to help other villagers better and
participate more in village’s activities. It can be said that the present local attachment
need town’s and city’s help in capital and knowledge. It does not matter where they

live, they are ready to show their local attachment by participating in local activities,
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e.g., traditional merit making fairs, local development work, donating money and
materials when the community asks for, help in natural and forest conservation, etc.

3. Approaches to promote local attachment suggested by Phu Wieng villagers
are the family has to teach their children and acts as model on this; the educational
institutions and other concerned organizations should also co-operate iI'l the matter.

4. Among problems and obstacles mentioned are more competition in job,
small income, and migrated youths not return home because no jobs available.

5. Pl Wieng villagers believe that the local attachment will be strong in the
future if this has been taught continuously.

6. Among recommcndations proposed by Phu Wieng villagers are, for

example, children socialization on the matter, creating local jobs, local leaders with

creative activities.
