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The three major objectives of the study were (1) to find out the opinions of the
govemment officials on conserving and developing the Ing river, and (2) to identify the
factors affecting their opinions. |

The survey included 120 government officials ia 10 government agencies (12
samples from each) in Khun Tan District, Chiangrai Province, The data were collected in
August, 2004. A questionnaire was employed as the research instrument.. T-test and F-test
(One-Way Anralysis of Variance) wers used for data analysis.

The findings were summed up as follows :

Most of the government officials in the study were male. They was 31-40 years old
and had a Bachelor’s degree. They had worked for the government for less than 10 years.

The government officials were found to strongly agree with both conserving and
developing the Ing river. The factor significantly related to their opinion was sex. That is,
the male government officials agreed with the river conservation more than the female ones.

But there was no difference in their opinion about developing the Ing river.

Recommendations
1. The scheme for conserving and developing the Ing river should be submitted to
the Committee for Developing the river basin at the district and the provincial levels in

order to materialize it.

2. The activities for conserving and developing the Ing river should be publicized
aggressively and continuously, long with information about the campaign for this purpose.
Focus should be on giving people a knowledge of conservation along with a knowledge of
development. .

3. The Club for Conserving the Ing river, National Institute of Development
Administiation should play a ccre role in bui Iding a network with related ageacies to set up
an action plan for the natural resources and environment conservation project in order to
soive the environmental problems in Khun Tan District, Chiangrai Province. A seminar at

the provincial level should be held to find an integrated approach to active the project’s

goal.
