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ABSTRACT
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This research comprises the following objectives, i.e.,‘ 1) to study parent’s
teaching and training in proper living to their teen ; 2) to study ways of compromising
their differing needs; 3) to study desirable teaching and training methods perceived by
teen-aged children, including problems, obstacles and recommendations for proper
teaching of the parents.

The target group for this study is students in early secondary schools, aged 13-15
years of which 12 of them have been selected as key-informants for the in-depth
witerviews, in addition to observation of school environment and students’ housing

conditions. Data collected were analyzed with logical context description and descriptive
statistics.

Finding of the study can be summarized as follows:

1. Teaching and training methods : Parents pay closed attention to their teen; they
advise, encourage, discourage according to the situations ; as a rule, the parents are not
very strict in disciplinary training. The form of teaching and training can be called
“loving and encouraging ” type, i.e., loving-care, and supporting in appropriate methods.

2. The need compromise is shown by expressing reasons and emotion equally.
Teen children show their aggressive behavior in their facial expression and gestures;
reasoning expression are re-thinking after parents giving reason after making decision to
follow parcnts’ suggestion.

3. Desirable teaching and training methods perceived by the teen agers are less
strict rules by parents, particularly when they want to go out with friends; parents use

more reasons then emotion, paying more attention in their teens’ education, training to
have responsibility and giving more time to their teen children.

4. No major problems and obstacles found in the teaching and training teen-aged
children; only conflict of opinion, children’s not dare to talk freely with their parents
were mentioned.

S. Among recommendations emerged are parents shown allow more freedom to
their teen in thinking and acting in order to paving ways to be adults gradually. Parents

should be mcre reasoning ir teaching and training their teens and not expecting too high

in their children’s future, among other.
