The study was aimed at (1) examining how the teaching of instruments — Salow,
Saw (fiddle) and Sung - were handled, (2) finding out the problems and
recommendations on teaching them.

The framework of the study included (1) the budget, (2) the personnel, (3)
musical instruments (4) the practice room, (5) syllabus, (6) instructional planning. (7) the
teaching method, (8) evaluation (2) populaiity, and (10) the gained benefit.

The sample was 24 Salow, Saw, Sung teachers. Percentage, mean and
standard deviation were used to desciibe the data.

The findings were summarized below.

1. There was not enough budget. Most of the samples did not major in music.
They had a moderate teaching skill. The instruments are not enough. The practice
room is not suitable, because it is a common room. The syllabus, instructional planning,
evaluation and teaching method were found to be satisfactory at a high level. The
popularity was still low but the gained benefit was high.

2. Problems There were not enough budget, practice rooms and instrument.
Also there was a lack of teaching personnel. The present personnel did not major in
music. However, the syllabus, instructional planning, teaching method and the gained

benefit was very satisfactory. The courses are not popular enough.



Recommendations TE 1 5 8 8 2 6

1. The government should promote the Thai folk musical instruments in each

province and each region. [t should urge Thai youths to learn how to play Thai folk

musical instruments.

2. A budget should be allocated to the Educational Area to support the

teaching of Thai folk musical instruments.

3. The school administrators and the teachers should coordinate more with the

local administrative organization to retain the Lan-na culture forever.

4. Schools should promote Thai folk music, particularly Salow, Saw, Sung bv

offering musical courses.

5. The community should be promoted to conserve Thai folk music by teaching

it to interested people.
