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The survey was conducted for there purposes 1) 1o find out the level of participation of
home police members in crime and drug prevention and suppression in the area under the
responsibility of the provincial police stations in Mae Lao District, Chiangrai Province: 2) to
point out the factors related to their participation in crime and drug prevention and suppression,
and 3) to identify the problems and obstacles and some way to increase their participation. The
sample of 120 people who joined the home police memter project was given a questionnaire to
fill out. Frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, pear son correlation and  t-test were
used for data analysis.

The findings were summed up as follows :

General background of the subjects. About 95.8 % were male. About 65.8% were 41-50
years old. Most were married and had a household income of not more then 2,500 bath a month.
The majority worked in the agriculture secter. They were home police members for less them a
year. The main reason for applyigg to be home police members were the desire to help the
government. Most made a decision themselves. They had no social position. They were just

ordinary villages.

The home police members participated in crime and drug prevention and suppression at
a moderate level (X = 2.85) All the dimensions considered were found to be modcrat(;,

The factors significantly related to the home police members’ participation in crime and
drug prevention and suppression were age, marital status, occupation, number of working years,

and expectation in the benefit to be gained from the participation. On the contrary, gender,
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monthly household income and social position were found to have no relationship with their

participation in this activity.

Problems and obstacles 1) The home police members lacked communication tools to
deliver news. 2) Some police officers did not give importance to the home police members.
3) There was lack of honesty and fairness in working. 4) The police officers did not have good

human relations with villages. 5) The villagers did not trust the police and did not feel sate to

give hands to the police.
Recommendations

i. The National Police Office should ailocate more budget to support the work of home
police members. They should be given pay, rewards or special monthly allowance.

2. The home police members should be given an opportunity to set plans, consult with
the authorities responsible for crime and drug cases in their own village or communicy.

3. The National Police Office should raise the police standard so that people will have
faith in the police.

4. People of all ages should be made to realize the necessity of participating in solving

the crime and drug problems.
