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This study had three main objectives: (1) to reveal the people’s participation in

eco-tourism management, (2) to point out the factors affecting the participation and

(3) to find out their problems in eco-tourism management. Population under this study
includes people of 130 households in Mong Doi Pui Village, Mco 11 Tumbon Suthep,

Muang District in ChiangMai. The sample sizc was 118. A questionnaire was used to

gather the data. Statistics used for analysis are frequency, percentage, average and

standard deviation. Correlation ,t-test and F-test were uszd for data analysis.

The results of the study can be summarized as follows;

1.

People in Mong Doi Pui Village Lighly participated in the management of
eco-tourism. They participated in thinking, planning, decision-making,
operating evaluating and benefit-gaining. Most of them participated in
benefit-gaining. The participation in managerial activities was shown next
to the highest one whereas the participation in evaluation was the lowest.
The factors affecting the people’s participation in eco-tourism
management included gender and age. The factors that did not affect the
people’s participation in eco-tourism management included educational
background and income.

The factors that correlated with the people’s participation were
knowledge and understanding in eco-tourism principles, conciousness in
natural resources conservation, responsibilities in oneself and others,
realization of the value of natural resources and the communication within
local people, between leaders and people and between local people and

tourists.
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The factors that did not correlate with the people’s participation in
eco-tourism management were knowledge and understanding in
environmental preservation and conciousness in natural resources
conservation in minor variables is the compliance to community rule and
regulations.

3. The obstacles of eco-tourism management weie noisy tourists, lack of

knowledge in eco-tourism, rubbish problem and lack of budget.

Recommendations

1.

Mong Dsi Pui people should preserve their uniqueness and culture and should
strictly follow the community rules and regulations so as to be a guideline for a

common eco-tourism management.

The government should provide more assesible information through several

means in order to promote people’s participation.
