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The study were aimed at finding out the heimet wearing behavior of the
motorcyclists in the municipality in Muang District, Chiangrai Province, and at
identifying the factors affecting their heimet-wearing behavior.

The framework of the study included the dependent variable, hedmet-wearing
behavior, and the independent variables: gender, age, education having a license for
riding a motorcycle, experience in having an accident, experience in being nested
because of not hearing a helmet, knowledge about helmets and the law concerning the
helmet, and the attitude toward wearing a helmet.

The sample of 150 motorcyclists in Muang Distinct, Chiangrai Province were
selected by quota sampling. Percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test
were employed to analyze the data.

The findings were summarized below.

1. 57.30% of the motorcyclists in the study wore helmets in a correct manner
(X'=3.37). When the individual items were considered separately, the largest number of
the sample used the helmet strap when wearing a helmet. The smallest number move a
nelmet when they were passengers.

2. The factors influencing the helmet-wearing behavior were gender,
age,having a license for riding a motorcycle, experience in being arrested because of
not wearing a helmet, and attitude toward the helmet. In contrast, education,
experience in having an accident and knowledge about helmets and the low concerning
the helmet did not affect the motorcyclists' helmet-wearing behavior.

The researcher made the following recommendations.

1. The motorcyclist must have a driver's license if he wants to ride on public
roads. A test of the knowledge of the traffic law and driving shill should be administered
to motorcyclists before they are given a diving license.

2. The people should be made to have a good attitude toward wearing a helmet
while riding a motorcycle because it was found that a person with a positive attitude
toward wearing a helinet wi|! wear a helmet more than those with a negative attitude.

3. Instead of teaching people knowledge, it is better to make them realize the
importance of wearing a helmet.

4. More severe punishment should be given to the violators of traffic rules. The
fine shculd be charged by the court, not by the interrogator in order to prevent taking a
bribc and in order for the violator not to do it again.

5. The police should seriously enforce the iew by arresting the violators.

However, they should do so with justice.
