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The study was conducted fur the following objectives TE 1 5 8 5 8 5

1. tofind out the level of people's participation in crime prevention and
suppression in the area under the responsiuility of provinciai police station in Muang
District, Ubonratchathani Province;

2. toidentify the factors affecting people’s participation in crime
prevention and suppression;

3. to point out the protlems of crime prevention and suppression and to
drew out some suggestions from the respondents on how to solve them.

The data were collected from 397 people in the municipal area of
Ubonratchathani Province. The questionnaire was composed of 4 parts : 1) general
background data, 2) opinions about local crime prevention and suppression, 3)
people's participation in crime prevention and suppression, and 4) open-ended
questions for the respondents to make suggestions. Frequency, percentage, mean, and
standard deviation were used to describe the data and t-test and F-test to test the

hypotheses.



The findings were briefly stated as follows : TE 1 5 8 5 8 5

1. Most of the samples were not more than 30 years old. They had a
Bachelor's degree. There were 1 — 2 members in the families. The majority were
government offiéials / state enterprise employees. They earned less than 10,000 baht a
month. They lived in the communities for not more than 5 years. They were not
members of any social group. They had never been trained on crime prevention and

suppression. They seldom received news about crimes from the policemen in the area

(once or twice a month).

2. The overall opinion about crime prevention and suppression was
found to be at a high level

3. As for the people's participation in crime prevention and suppression,
the overall pariicipation was found to be moderate. The people participated most in
doing activities, followed by in decision-making and planning, and in follow-up and
evaluation, respectively.

4. The factors affecting the people’s participation in crime prevention and

suppression were membership of a social group, attending a training course, getting

information about crime, and opinion about local crime prevention and suppression.
5. The factors that had no influence on the people's participation in crime

prevention and suppression were age, education, occupation, income, family size, and

number of residential years in the community.
