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Guideline for Development of Suitable English Learning for Interior Architectural
Student
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Abstract

The objective of this research was to find out the way to develop English learning appropriately for the students
programming in Interior Architecture. The sample group of the study was the forty-seven third-year students of
Interior Architecture Programme who enrolled in English in Art and Interior Architecture (Course code: 0604302) in the
second semester of the academic year 2012 using the theory of English Occupational Purposes : EOP. The findings
of the study can be categorised into 3 ways. Firstly, practising vocabulary skill for materials which are categorised
regarding the interior architecture design drawing consisting of lay-out plan, furniture plan, ceiling plan, electricity plan,
jack-and-plug plan, side view, section view, and detail view, with regard to the professional standard criteria of
Architect Council of Thailand by composing and arranging the English sentence structures and making models.
Secondly, practising presentation skill of each design by communicating in English to enhance memorising process.
Finally, practising learning skill of the course by integrating the knowledge of three courses, i.e. Materials and Usages,
Interior Architecture Design 4, and Architecture Structure regarding the curriculum A.D. 2011, and all the relevant
courses affect knowledge correlation process and English content including with basic English proficiency of each

student that is unequal which influences the learning development is averaged 35.8 percent.
