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A Study of Personality of Students of Chaiyaphum Rajabhat University with the Use
of Myers-Briggs Type Indicator: MBTI
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Abstract
The were two objectives for this research project: 1) to study the different individual personalities of Chaiyaphum
Rajabhat University students using Myers-Briggs Type Indicator (MBTI) 2) Compare the personalities by faculty and
gender. The samples used in this study were 262 students from Chaiyaphum Rajabhat University. The participants
included undergraduate first year students from the Faculty Nursing, Faculty of Arts, Faculty of Education, Faculty of
Political Science and the Faculty of Business Administration. Random stratified sampling was used (Stratified Random
Sampling). The statistics used in the study were frequency, percentage, average, and standard deviation. Analysis of
the difference to the values (t-test), and one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) was employed.

The results were as follows:

1) Chaiyaphum Rajabhat University first year undergraduate students in the Faculty of Nursing, Faculty of
Arts, Faculty of Education, Faculty of Political Science and the Faculty of Business Administration had the highest

ISFP which translated into extrovert personality type.
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2) Chaiyaphum Rajabhat University first year undergraduate students in the Faculty of Nursing, Faculty of

Arts, Faculty of Education, Faculty of Political Science and the Faculty of Business Administration showed no

significant difference in gender study of Myers Briggs. The different faculties’ personality comparison of gender using

the Myers Briggs concept showed significance difference at the .05 level.
