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The study of “Traditional Trade in Tnailand : Problems, impacts and
Recommendations” has 4 objectives as follows : 1) To study the problems of Thai
traditional trade. 2) To study the cause of Thai traditional trade problems. 3) To study the
impacts arising from Thai traditicn trade to Socio-economics of Thailand. 4) To solve tne
problems of Thai traditional trade by searching from documentary researches and analyze

this study by using idea, theory and other related researches .

From the study found that many Thai traditional trace shops had been closed
in the past 3-5 years after the Thai economics crisis in the year 1997, the main reason is
that they can not compete with other modern trade shops which rapidly grow in the
market.

Because of the National Economic Policy has been concentrate in capitalist
theory by supporting market mechanism and neglecting readiness of human resource
basic structure, as well as the National Economic and Social Development Plan No. 1-9
has promoted foreign investment. Therefore, the opening of free financial movement and
the national crisis in 1997, the expansion of large scale Modern Thai Trade shops have
been over capacity which finally have transferred their stocks to the foreign investors, the
land price has been dropped all over the country, the law and regulation connecting with
11 rehabilitation acts has caused the inflow of international fund. From the change of
people’s consumption behavior, the becoming of the world community member, such as
WTO, etc., the progress of worid technology in globalization has made modern trade

marketing strategy influences over Thai traditional trade shops. Modern trade business
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affect to the retailers, wholesalers and producers in micro and macro econcmic level,
socia’ consumption, cultural and lifestyle, environment and foreign investors. To solve the
above menticnad problems, presently the government procedures ere not in progress and

still not properly relieve the existing problems.

Conclusior and Suggestion:

1. The government should concentrate in the Scificiency Eccncmy by
stipulating ‘n the Nationai strategy.

2. The government should change the idea of unlimited free trade to the
protectionist for national business, like other countries protect their own business.

3. Improve law and regulation wnich reduces the support to the foreigners.

4. Enforcing “Free trade under control” Act.

5. Stimulate the constructior: of “New city and satellite town”

6. The Thai traditiona! trade business must be adapted and improved to
match with present competition.

7. The government should render the knowledge in traditional business

management to the peopla.

8. Bank of Thailand should enforce the commercial bark to increase tie
credit target for traditional trade business.

9. Allied Retail Trade must reduce transportation cost and cost of inventories

for members.

10. Government sector, private sector and the community must unify to create

trade network information system.
11. Make a campaign for the people to change debt making behavior,
consumption and extravagant consumption like the western world to self sustainable and

optimum consume.

12. Increase the commodity diversification to the consumer by using

community network, such as vendor network etc.

13. Set the top-down decentralization of politic and management system.
