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The three mairn objectives of the study were 1) to find out how students decided to further
their studies at Physical Educaticn College in Yala Piovince, 2) to identify the factors affecting
their decision-making. and 3) to elicit their opinions cn how to improve the college. The sample
group consisted of 324 students who enrolied in the second semester of the academic year 2003.
A questionnaire was employed for data collection. Frequency, mean and standard deviation were

used to describe the data, and t-test and F-test to test the hypotheses.

The findings werc biiefly stated as follows:

1. Male and female students were equal in number. Most of them were working for an
associate degree. Their grade points average (GPA) in high school was 2.00-2.49. They hoped
that upon completion of the education they would work for the governmeni or for a state
enterprise. The highest educational level of their fathers or parents was elementary education.
Their fathers or parents were farmers and eamed 5.001-10,000 baht per month. They number of
dependents in the household was more than 3 persons Their parents also hoped that they would
work for the government or for a state enterprise.

2. The students themselves made a decision on where to continue their education. They
received related educaticnal information from their peers. More than half did not get guidance
before deciding to study at Physical Education College. The most importani reason for furthering
their studies there was that they expected to find jobs after graduation. They were not sure
whether the amount of educational expenditure would be the same as that of other colleges and
whether they would have a poor chance to get jobs.

3. The factors significantly related to the students' decision on furthering their education
in Physical Education College in Yala Province were sclf-discipline, college personnel, college
image, educational management. opportunity to find a job and recognition in society. The
environmental facters that needed urgent improvement were information sources, guidance
service and opportunity to get a job.

Recommendations. Physical Education College should emphasize public relations in
building its image and other aspects that contribute to the spread of academic work and to the
strengths of the college. The teaching staff should make improvement in psychology. attention to
students, and punctuality. The college should have an adequate supply of instructional media,
including the improvemsnt of the college landscape, such as cleanliness, siiady aieas, and studeut

welfare, e.g., motorcycle parking lots, canteens, ete.
