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The two objectives of the study were: 1) to find Voﬁit the attitude of
people in Bangkok toward life insurance , and 2) to identify the factors
influencing their attitude toward life insurance.

The data were collected form 203 people in Bangkok by using a

questionnaire. Percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test were used

to analyze the data.

The findings were briefly stated as follcws :

1) Most of the people in the study were females, aged 26-30. They had
a Bacheler’s degree and were single. They worked for private enterprises and
earned 7,001-18,000 baht a month.

2) The majority were forward to have a good attitude toward life
insurance.

3) When the hypotheses were tested, the factors found to significantly
influence their attitude toward life insurance were age, education, marital status,
occupation, income, understanding about life insurance and intimacy with the
representative of the life insurance company. On the other hand, gender was found to

have no influence in their attitude toward life insurance.
