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The study it was conducted for three objectives : 1) to find out the ievel of
community participation in the Agricultural Education for Life Project 2) to identify the
factors related to the community participation in this project; and 3) to reveal the
problems and obstacles related to the community participation in the project. The data
were collected from 13.3 parents of the vocational students of the first , second and third

year level. The descriptive statistics- frequency. nercentage, mean, and standard deviation

—were used {0 test the hypothesis.
The findings were summed up as follows :

1. The commaunity people were found to participate in the Agricultural
Education for Life Project at a rather low level. The dimension in which they participated
most was getting benefits, follow-up and evaluation, and decision-making and planning,
respectively

2. The factors found to be significantly related to their participation in the
project were acknowledgement of related news and information and parent’s income. On
the contrary, the number of family members, primary occupation, and knowledge and
understanding about the Agricultural Education for Life Project were all found to have no

relationship with the level of community participation

3. The problems of participation in the project were having little information
about the project, having no time to join it because of the necessity to earn a living to

support the family.
Recommendations

To increase thc degree of community participate in line with the concept of the
project, Narathiwai Agricultural and Technology College is recommended to improve its
public relations. It should educate the parents, making them realize that it is the civic duty
to participate in educatioral nianagement of the Agricultural Educaiion for Life reform
project in conformity with the National Education Act, Be 2542, Besides, all the parents

should be notified of the activities in the reform project.
