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The stugy aimed to measure the quality or lite of village fund members in
Angthong Province and to identify the factors affecting their quality of life. The eight
dimensions of the quality of life that were considered in the study were family life,
economic secunty, health, equality, use of leisure time and recreation, religious belief,
social life and personal life. The data were collected from 365 members of the village
funds in Angthong Province.

Most of the subjects of the study were female. The majority were 41-50 years
old. They were married. They completed primary school and were engaged in
agriculture. Their monthly income was not more than 5,000 baht. They made a loan of
15,001-20,000 baht from the village fund and the loan term was 10-12 month. The
purpose of making loans was to invest in the primary occupation. The interest that they
had to pay was 501-1,000 baht. Most had a saving account of not more than 500 baht.

The overall quality of life of the village fund members in Angthong Province was
moderate. The dimensions that were found to have a moderate quality of life were
economic security, health, equality, use of leisure time and recreation, religious belief,
social life and personal life. However, the high quality of life belong to the family life.

When the hypotheses were tested, the factors found to influence their quality of
life were age, marital status, primary eccupation, income, amount of loan, loan purpose,
and amount of saving. On the confrary, education, loan term and interest rate were

found to have no impact on their quality of life
