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The purpose of the study was to find out

1. the attitude of people toward the government’s suppression of narcotic production
and trade

2. their attitude toward the government’s solving the problem of narcotic spread

3. their attitude toward the government’s drug addiction prevention in the susceptible
groups

4. the problems and solutions of developing a plan or project to solve the narcotic
problem in Doi Luang District.

A questionnaire was used to collect the data from people in Doi Luang District,
Chiangrai Province.

The findings were summarized below :

1. The people strongly agreed to all the activities or projects to wage a war against
narcotics. The highest mean belonged to the social order policy in which entertainment places
were strictly controlled so as not to be places for youth indulgence. The second highest mean
was the measure of seizing the property of drug traders and people involved in drug trafficking.
The lowest mean was setting up a checkpoint without announcing specific spots and time.

2. The factors found to influence the people’s attitude toward implementing the War-
on- Drug policy were income, knowledge about the harmful effects of narcotics,

acknowledgement of the government’s policy on solving the narcotics problem, and access to
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information about drug suppression. On the contrary, sex, age, occupation and education were
found to have no impact on their attitude toward the government’s War-on-Drug policy.

Recommendations

1. The village should form a peace-keeping force to patrol around the village. The
government officers should coordinate with their and give them advice , as well as frequently
visit them.

2. The village committee should give advice to youths who were involved in drugs and
to their parents. If they still do not give up the behavior, the village rules should be enforced on
them.

3. The youths should be trained to realize the harmful effects of all kinds of narcotics
and to know the ways to avoid getting involved in drugs.

4. The playground of the schools or the field in front of government officers should be
used as a sports ground and sports equipment should be provided by asking for suppost from
related agencies and the private sector.

5. The officials who support drug trade should be removed from the area.

6. The drug treatment and rehabilitation center should be buiit in the locaiity.

7. The treatment of drug addicts should last longer than ten days.

8. These who passed the drug treatment should receive occupational training and
marketing prorhotion for their products.

9. The government officials and the village committee should watch the behavior of the

drug addicts who had already received treatment.
