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The purposes of the study were : 1) to study the level of teachers’ perception
of power used by primary school administrators : 2) to study the level of compliance to
administrators’ power of primary school teachers : 3 ) to determine the relationship
between the power used by acministrators and ihe compliance to power of primary
school teachers. Such as ; reward power, coercive power, legitimate power, referent
power and expert power. The population of the study were 332 primary school teachers
under the jurisdiction of The Nonthburi Education Service Area Office.The instrument
used for colecting the data was a rating scale questionaires which has a reliabitily index
of 0.99 . The analysis of the data were accomplished by the computation of the
frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The Pearson's Product Monent
Correlation Coefficient was also computed to test the null hypotheses postulated in the
study.

Based upon these finding, it was concluded that :

1. The teachers’ perception of power used by the primary school
administrators in four aspects were at high levels; the referent power, the expert
power, reward power and legitimate power respectively. The aspect of coercive power

was at the low level.
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2. The teachers’ compliance to the administrators’ power in four aspects were
at high levels; the compliance to the expert power, the compliance to the referent power,
the compliance to the legitimate power and the compliance to the reward power
respectively. The aspect of the compliance to the coercive power was at the low level.

3. The results of this study show that there was the positive correlation
between all aspects of the power used by administrators and the teachers' compliance
at the .001 level of significance; the expert power exercised and the compliance, the
referent power exercised and the compliance, the legitimate power exercised and the
compliance and the reward power exercised and the compliance respectively. Except

the correlation between the coercive power exercised and the combliance wzs the

negative correlated at the .C01 level of significance.
