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This research focused on the study on conditions and requirements for the support to
manage child-centered teaching of the teachers in private basic academies in Chonburi
educational area. The samplings in this research were 220 teachers in private basic academies in
Chonburi educational area. The instruments used in the research are questionnaires. The data
were analysed by using the frequency value, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The results of the study found that: For the conditions of the child-center teaching of the
teachers in private basic academies in Chonburi educational area.

1. The teachers had an arrangement in 4 aspects i.c., firstly the arrangement of
curriculum substance and planning of the process of child-centered teaching had been mostly
completed. For the arrangement of arousing environment and atmosphere which would be used to
motivate the students to have a full potential in learning, the overview appeared that this aspect
was mostly and often processed. For the self-development by learning from various sources of
learning, the overview appeared that this aspect was mostly and moderately processed.

2. For the activities of teaching by child-centered concept the overview appeared that
this aspect was mostly processed especially the most in 2 points: the insertion of moral conduct
and the culture of disciplines during the arrangement of teaching activities. Observations and
opportunity were conducted and given so that all students could join the activities.

3. For the use of media and innovation of teaching which promoted the learning

through the child-centered approach, the overview and each item were in a high level.
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4. For the measurement and cvaluation as to the actual conditions, the overview and
cach item were ranked in a high level too.

For the requirements for the support to manage child-centered teaching of the teachers in
private Lasic academies in Chonburi educational area, most teachers required the support in the
additional preparation on desired qualifications of the students, the planning of the use of library,
design of the teaching planming, the preparation of media, and the assessment of technical
knowledge and leaming process. For the child-centered teaching the overview appeared that most
teachers required more methods and tecliniques of the insertion of morality, ethics knowledge of
various kinds of activities leaming arrangement including the techniques for questioning which
promoted the tuinking process of the leamcrs, and the abiliiy 1 creaie an interesting atmosphere
to entertain the leamers. For the use of teaching media and innovation the overview appeared that
the requirements were the assessment approach of quality of teaching media use, techniques for
choosing tzaching media to help leamers achieve the leamning objectives, and techniques to adapt
local materials as the leaming media. For measurement and evaluation, ihe overview appeared

that it was processed , however knowledge and understand of measurement and evaluation

according to the actual condition should bz added.
