The study of “The Opinion of Agriculturalist toward the Rice Price Assurance
Project : A Case Study of Agriculturalist at Taveekit Yasothon Rice Mill, Muang District,
Yasothon Province™ had the objectives as follow:

1. to study the opinion of agriculturalist toward the Rice Price Assurance Project,

2. to study factors affecting the opinion of agriculturalist toward the Rice Price
Assurance Project,

3. to study probiem and give reccmmendation to the Rice Price Assurance
Project.

This is the survey study. The sample group consisted of 79 participants from
the Rice Price Assurance Project by using the Simple Random Sampling. The data was
collected by using questionnaires. The statistics employed for data analysis were

frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation, t-test and F-test.
Results

1. Most of them were male, age between 46-55 years, completed Prathom
Suksa level or less, their average income between 20,001-30,000 baht/year. There were

3 members or less lived in a family. Their rice product per year was 5 tons or less and

the quantity of rice in this project was 4-6 tons.
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2. In overall their opinion toward the Rice Price Assurance Project was at a high
level. When considering in each part, it was found that the project monitoring, objective
and goal were at a high level. While the project method, process, price and interest
were at a moderate level.

3. The difference of the average income factor per year and rice quantity in the
project had a significance relationship with the sample opinion at 0.05 level. However,
the difference of factors including sex, age, education level, number of family member
and rice production per year had no significance relationship with the sample opinion.

4. Itwas found that the project term was very short, the assurance price was not
cover their investment, the agriculturalist showed no confident with rice weight
measurement of the rice mill and the rice mill was far.

It was recommended that the project period should be extended, the assurance
price should be increase, the price of fertilizer and insecticide should be set according

to the cost of production and the number of rice mill should be increase.
