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The study was conducted for two purposes : 1) to identify the factors influencing the
people’s participation in the anti-drug community activities and 2) to find out the level of their
participation in such activities.

This quantitative research collected the data by distributing questionnaires to people
participating in the anti-drug community activitics to fell out. The total sample was 185 people.
The descriptive stausncs, i.., percentage, mean and standard deviation were used to describe the
data and t-test, F-test and Cheffe were employed to tcﬁt the hypothesis.

The findings were summed up below.

Most of the respondents were female. They were 35-44 years old. They finished
primary school. Most of them were farmers. These who had enough income to meet their
expenses was more or less equal in number to those whose expenses were more than income.
Only a few had more income than expenses. The majority were in debt.

Participation in the anti-drug community activity The respondents were found to
participate by expressing their opinion, making analysis and decisions, planning activities and
implementing them ; and evaluating the out come at a moderate level. When thee hypotheses
were tested, sex, education, acknowledgement and realization, having democratic ideology and
community readership were found to significantly affect their participation level at the 0.05
level. On the contrary, age and adequacy of income were found to have no impact on the level

of their participation at thee 0.05 level.



The following recommendations were made. TE 148660

1. The drug addict rehabilitation policy should focus on people’s participation, on all
sorts of campaigns to find drug addicts to give treatment, on development of the treatment
process so that the addicts can give up the drugs permanently.

2. Government agencices should set up opinion boxes and accept notefication about
drug trade. The agencies concerned should seriously look after the area under responsibility and
follow up and evaluate the outcome.

3. To have community people particinate in solving the drug problem, the government
must have a policy onc disseminating related information through different government
organization i make people aware of the problem and promote democratic ideology among the
people so that they will cooperate in solving the problem.

4. Legal measures must be strictly enforced. Especially government officials who use
involved in drug rings must be given severs penalty, especially influential groups. All must be
under the same law.

5. The government must find some way to urge people in participate in solving the drug
problem. It should have a clear way o0 help informants to have safety in life. Evaluation should
also be done continuously.

6. Coordination in plans and implcmentation must be made by having all related
agencies st a plan together or to integrate their plan for the best benefit of the public.
