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This research aims at studying the drug addicts’ quality of life and factors
relating to their quality of life. It is a qualitative research, using the in-depth interview
technique for data collection; 20 drug addicts who passed the social psychological
treatment training camp at Khun Han district, Sisaket province were interviewed in-depth
as key-informants, Data analysis is done with logical context description and descriptive
statistics.

Results of the study can be summarized as follows :

1. The drug addicts’ quality of life in 6 aspects studied, in general are at the
modrate level ; consider separately, if reveals below:

1.1 In the health aspect, they are healthy ; their quality of life in this
aspect is therefore good.

1.2 In the education aspect, most of them finished not more than the
secondary level ; some of them were the drop-outs ; most of them do not want to pursue
higher education ; their quality of life in this aspect is therefore moderate.

1.3 In the economic aspect, their quality of life is also at the
moderate level.

14 In the aspect of work, about one-half of the key-informants are
unemployed ; among those working, they work as famers or hired labour with fluctuate

income ; their quality of life in this aspect is no good.
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1.5 In the family aspect, they were raised with care, being the first
born children, parents still live together with harmony relation more than one-half ; only
small partion of the addiets’ family being divorced or separated. The quality of life in this
aspect is therefore at the moderate level.

1.6 in the community and social aspects. It shows little relation with
others ; they join social activities once in @ while ; their drug usage is not directly
affected the community ; their quality of life in this aspect is therefore moderate.

2. Factors relating to the addicts’ quality of life.

21 Basic factors include sex, age, education, economic status,
working condition, family, health and past experience in drug using.

22 Circumstantial  facters include the living community,
law/government policy and the mass media.

The study shows many factors involved but their impacts on the addicts are
different depending upon the addicts’ life experiences and personality

Important recommendations emerged from this study, among others, are there
should be co-operation of all parties concermned to manage the drug problems ; the
training for occupational skills before leaving school is one important measure to prevent

the youth from being the drug addicts, and other related problems.
