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This study was conducted with two objectives, which were 1) to reveal the opinion
of current registered students at the National Institute of Development Administration
(NIDA) on the philosophy of Sufficiency Economy; and 2) to identify the factors
expected to influence the opinion of current registered students at NIDA on the
philosophy of Sufficiency Economy.

A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 349 current registered students
at NIDA. Percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test were employed for data

analysis.
The findings were briefly stated as follows:

1. Most of the respondents were attending in Master of Science Programs, which
were in schools of applied statistics, the graduate program in human resource
development, the graduate program in administration technology, and center for
graduate studies development in environmental management. The majority of the
respondents were second-year students with GPA ranged from 3.21 to 3.49. They also
eamed Bachelor of Science or Agriculture with no working experience. In addition, the
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respondents got the information about the philosophy of Sufficiency Economy from

television media.

2. The respondents were found to agree moderately with overall philosophy of
Sufficiency Economy. Considering to 6 aspects, the application of Sufficiency Economy
was agreed rather strongly; the use of this philosophy, the inference of the phenomenon,
the extension of Sufficiency Economy concepts, the concept understanding, and the

concept recognition were moderately agreed.

3. The factors affecting respondents’ opinion on Sufficiency Economy were their
attended school and their bachelor’s degrees. However, classes, GPA, occupation and
the channel of getting Sufficiency Economy information were found to have no impact on

their opinion about this matter.
The following recommendations were made:

1. The philosophy of Sufficiency Economy should be thoroughly disseminated to
public by The Office of National Economic and Social Development Board of Thailand
due to the fact that the related information, the understanding of the philosophy of
Sufficiency Economy were not clear and mislead extensively. The dissemination of the

philosophy of Sufficiency Economy were recently sporadic and not well circulated.

2. The philosophy of Sufficiency Economy should be promoted -and supported by
government agency in terms of budget and human resources by initiating projects and
training programs related to this philosophy seriously, so that the public would have
clearty understanding the concept in order to operate more efficient.

3. The philosophy of Sufficiency Economy should be added to course contents
provided by NIDA, in which the instructors and students have proper knowledge.

4. Because NIDA accepts the philosophy of Sufficiency Economy as Thailand's
significant philosophy, the extra attention should be paid to this philosophy by students

in science and management areas.
