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The study was conducted for three major objectives : 1) to reveal the participation of
home police volunteers in crime prevention and suppression, 2) to identify the factors
influencing their participation in crime prevention and suppression, and 3) to point out their
problems and obstacles, including their recommendation on this matter.

The total population was 660 people and the sample of 165 people were seiected by the
fish bow! technique. The sample consisted of 10 home police volunteers from each of the 66
villages in sex tambons in Chiangsaen District, which were under the responsibility of the
provincial police station.

A questionnaire was usc as the research instrument. The statistics for data analysis
were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test.

The findings were summed up below.

The home police volunteers were found to participate in crime prevention and
suppression in the arca under the responsibility of the provincial police station in Chiangsaen
District, Chiangrai Province, at a high level. When the individual dimensions were considered
scparately, they were found to participate most in reporting the movement of crime suspects,
followed by public services, traffic control, crime prevention and suppression, assist policemen
on duty, keeping peace in the village, setting up check points in the village, respectively. They
participated at a moderzte level in coordinating between the police and the community leaders,
and forming a crime prevention plan. The last dimension had the lowest mean.

The factors that significantly affected the volunteers® participation in crime prevention
and suppression were education, training received, benefit expectation, opinion on the crime
problem and knowledge and understanding of their authority, responsibility and missions. On
the contrary, gender, age, occupation, income and length of time for which one served as a
volunteer were found to have no impact on the level of their participation in crime prevention
and suppression.

Recommendations

1. The home police volunteers should be given knowledge about the home police
volunteer policy and the policy implementation, thee role, responsibility and authority of home
police volunteers, and benefits they should gain.

2. Focus of the training should be on the role and responsibility of home police
volunteers in crime prevention and suppression.

3. A monthly meeting of policemen, tambon leaders and home police volunteers should
be held to coordinate in crime prevention and suppression.

4. The performance of the home police volunteers should be made public to motivate

them to work efficiently.
