The study was conducted for the following three purposes : 1) tostudy the level of people participation in
community development in Chiangkam municipality, Chiangkam District, Phayao province, 2) to study the
factors related to people participation in. community development in Chiangkam municipality, Chiangkam
District, Phayao province, and 3) to use the results of thestudy to formulate suggestion for related government
agencies in order to bring about greater efficiency in their small-scale community improvement projects.

The population for the study was 3,185 households in 10communities in Chiangkam municipality. A
sample of seven per cent ,or 224 individuals, was selected through systematic random sampling. The results
were statistically analyzed using averages, percentages, standard deviations, t-tests, and F-tests.

The study results found that:

1. The level of people participation in community development was low. Broken
into categories, we found that people participation in operations was moderate, and
participation in decision-making, planning and evaluation was low.

2. Thefactors that affected participation were sex,, age, statues,connect with community  workers,
committee member, in-service, knowledge and understanding of development, and access
to information about local development.

3. Factor that did not affect participation were education level, career, income,

and length of time living in the community.

L The public relation pattem should be improved. There should be higher
frequency of giving information and messages about local development to people. This could be
done by having a public relations board in every community, by sending out mobile public relations
vehicles to community before carrying out any activity, and by setting up a news broadcasting tower
in every community. All these means would enable people to get access to information about local
development.

2. People should be educated to have a better understanding and knowledge of
local development activities. Emphasis should be on people’s leaming about the objectives of the
projects or activities. A meeting should be held for the management and related agencies to
inform people in each community of the local development projects or activities.

3. Local people or people with knowledge and ability should be supported and
encouraged to take a greater role in community development. People of all ages, whit and
without a social position, should be encouraged to play a role or to take part in municipal
development. They might be assigned some responsibility in different development activities on
the basis of their knowledge and ability. Foe example, some might be assigned the role of
activity leader, conmunity represeatative to participatc in the municipality’s activity, or committee
member in different projects. They should be rotated to take such roles so that they would have
asense ofbelonging to that community.

4, Local leaders and community leaders should adjust their role and
function as representatives by sacrificing their time to meet people more often to leamn
about their needs. They should have sympathy with them, devote their time and energy
to work for them to have faith from them so that they would believe in what the
leaders recommended or would take them as models.

S. Benefits that people would gain from participating in local development should be
clearly determined and should meet people’s needs. This would serve as incentives for them to take
part in different local development activities. The benefits might be in the form of a winning

award from a contest or competition personal or the whole community.
