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The study was conducted for two objectives as follows : 1) to study the level of
expectation of people on the Ua-arthorn Housing Project in aspects of construction standard,
public utilities and fascilities, leasing conditions and approval of leasing 2) to determine whether
sex, age, marital status, education , occupation,income, present accommodation, method of
obtaining information about the project, reason of submitting reservation, character of claimed
units in the project and knowledges and understandings about the project were the factors
affecting the expectation of people on the Ua-arthorn Housing Project. The study sample
composed of 277 people who had right for reservation in the Ua-arthorn Housing Project
launched in the area of Bangkok Metropolitan and the vicinity. Questionnaires were used in data
collecting. Statistics of frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t — test and F — test were

uscd to analyze the data.

Findings can be summarized as follows :
1. Demographic factors : most of the study sample were female, 35 years old or younger,
and were marricd, cducated at sccondary school level, carned 10,001 - 15,000 Baht monthly

income, present accommodations were rented houses or rooms. Most of them learned about the
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project through radio/television, not owning a house was the most among reasons of submitting
reservation for Ua-arthorn house. Apartment units size of 24 square meters were most reserved.

2. Knowiedges and understandings about the Ua-arthom Housing Project were found to
be at high level among most of the people who had right of reservation.

3. The over all expectation un the Ua-arthorn Housing Project was found to be at high
level. Determination of subcomponcnts of cxpectation revealed high level on the approval of
leasing , public utilities and fascilities, lcasing conditions and construction standard, respectively.

4. Hypothesis testings reveal that marital status was the factor affecting the expectation
of pecople on the Ua-arthorn Housing Projeci. Sex, age, education , occupation,income, present
accommodation, method of obtaining inforination about the project, reason of submitting
reservation, character of reservationed units in the project and knowledges and understandings
about the project were found to have no cffect on the expectation of pcople on the Ua-arthorn

Housing Project.

Recommendations

1. The National Housing Authority should pay attention to pcople’s expectation on the
Ua-arthom Housing Project because those who had right for reservation in the project expect so
kigh on the approval of lcasing, public utilitics and fascilitics, leasing conditions and the
construction standard, hence, to be able for fully respond to their needs.

2. Besides the physically developing accommodation for people, the National Housing
Authority should promote quality of lifc for accomodating in the Ua-arthorn Housing Project, in
such aspects of community service, occupation promotion, library, community co-operation and
arrangement of activitics to activate community participation in caring of their residence, for the

future of being a nice to live community.
