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Abstract
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The main objective of the research was to survey on Kang Lawa
potential in order to formulate on integration of research and development
works for Khon Kaen University. The period of the study started from May
2009 to April 2010.

The study was qualitative research. In-depth interview and focus
group techniques were used as the research methodology. Kamnans, village
leaders, women leaders, village public health volunteers, youth leaders and
some villagers in the area were project purposive samples. After collecting
data, we analyzed the data in the model of descriptive analysis pattemn.

Scope of the study areas around Kang Lawa are as follows :-

The research study found that :-

1. Kang Lawa and 20 villages in Kok Samram, Muang Peer, and
Ban Pai sub-districts which are around there, are suitable and high potential
areas to be learning center and operating sites for Khon Kaen University in
research and development works.
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2. Community development activities make villagers diligent and
enthusiastic. They participate and work efficiently eventhough they have
some problems about the limited of their occupation development and
marketing for their products. Then, if academician help them in these threats,
it would make value-added for their products and good for marketing as well.

3. Health problems in the area are quite serious especially
opisthorchis viverrini. Eventhough villagers know that consumption behavior
especially to consume rare fish or meat is the main cause of the problem, but
they still have the same consumption behavior in their way of life. Other
affections such as diabetes, cancer, and HIV-Aids were found in the area.

4. Kang Lawa is traditional community, then the leaders and
villagers respect to their leaders and the olds and conform to northeast culture
and tradition. Otherwise, temples are center for their religion ceremony.
Training on northeast music and dance are villagers needs in order to show in
many festivals while to conservate northeast arts and cultures.

5. Kang Lawa is a big reservoir. It is beautiful, plenty of resources,
and useful for local way of life. Eventhough there is no any conservative
regulation, but villagers join to conservate and want to develop the reservoir.
The potential basis of Kang Lawa can be developed to be new travel place in
Khon Kaen Province.
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
