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Abstract

This Thesis is intended to study the material terms in providing the
protection of medical personnel and medical units in times of international armed
conflict under International Humanitarian Law, namely examine the contents of the
Geneva Conventions of 1949 and the protocols to the Geneva Conventions of 1977. The
study includes the role of the states, the International Committee of the Red Cross and
the other Non-Governmental Organizations in providing such protection to the medical
personnel and medical units in times of armed conflict. The said study is emphasis on
armed conflict on an international level.

From the study of the contents of International Humanitarian Law, it shows
that its provisions cover the protection of medical personnel and medical units as well as
provide preventive measures and punishment measures which are under Rome statute
of the International Criminal Court. Despite the apparent provisions provided, there are
still violations caused by both perpetrators whose act of violations are intentionally and
ignorantly to the law.

Therefore, to prevent such incident, the International Committee of the Red
Cross is the main organization campaigning for the cooperation from all state parties in
compliance with the rules and their obligations under the Geneva Conventions of 1949
and the protocols to the Geneva Conventions of 1977 to protect and respect the medical
personnel and medical units at all times. The cooperation of the state parties and the
international community in respecting the provision of the International Humanitarian

Law is highly essential in bringing such provisions which are on paper into action.
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
