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The economic crisis since 1997 impacted on Thais’ ways of life. Hence, they bad to aware and%dj%st%i&s?w%e
wﬁ\ t]iersufﬁciency ecoﬂdmic philosophy, which had originated from King Bhumibol as to solve the economic problems.
The goals of these ways are living with happiness, equilibrium, security and sustainability. Therefore, options of the
sufficiency economic philosophy for the target groups are likely functioned by the way of using a non-formal education
programme. These objectives enhance more level of knowledge, attitude and practice on the sufficiency economy among
the target groups. There is a crucial eﬁpectation that the target groups own their capacity to solve problems if they could
fearn and could develop in these 3 domains of learning.

The objectives of this research are following; 1) to develop the non-formal education programme for enhancing
knowledge, attitude and practice on the sufficiency economy for releasing poverty, 2) to use the non-formal education
programme for enhancing knowledge, attitude and practice on the sufficiency economy for releasing poverty with the
selective target group, 3) to study the supportive and the obstructive factors on this non-formal education programme for
enhancing knowledge, attitude and practice on the sufficiency economy for releasing poverty.

This research conducted in 2 phases; which were 1) the phase of preparing, which had the steps of documentary
studying and 6 research instnuments developing, and 2) the phase of studying in the research field, which had the first step of
designing with mixed methodology, the second step of locating the study field in the village of Pan Wal 4, the third step of
setting the study time on May to July, 2009, the forth step of setting for the samples or the key persons which were the
learners, the community leaders, and the state’s officers, the fifth step of collecting the data by focus group discussions,
giving tests and giving a training course then observed and apalyzed the phenomenon, the sixth step of amalyzing the
quantitative data by the statistics of percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test by using the SPSS 14.0 while the
qualitative data by the ways of content analysis and analytical induction, furthermore, this qualitative data had to check with
the triangulation method, and the last step of presenting the research’s findings in this paper.

‘The major findings were following; 1) a non-formal education programine for enhancing knowledge, attitude and
practice on the sufficiency economy for releasing poverty had 8 steps, 2) this non-formal education programme made the
learners having a higher level of knowledge (t = 10.449), attitnde (t = 3.198) and practice (by observation) on the sufficiency
economy, 3) There were 15 supportive factors such as offering the opportunity for people’s participation in the programme.
On the other hands, there were 6 obstructive factors such as the limitation of the programme’s announcement which was not.
