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The purpose of this research is to study characteristics of ancient Thai lessons in several
aspects by comparing to those found in present Thai grammar .The studied characteristics are
grammartical usage, vocabulary categorizing and ways of teaching Thai that reflect thought,
belief, vision, interlectual and Thai society in that particular period. Data used are ancient Thai
lessons: Chindamanee by Phra Horadhibodi, Chindamanee in the reign of King Bhoromakhosa,
Chindamanee by KromaluangWongsathiratsanit, Prathom Kor Ka, Prathom Kor Ka reading
practice, Prathommala,Akso;niti and six royal lessons by Phraya Sri Sunthorn Vohan
(Noi Acharayangkura). Results are divided into three parts. The first part are results relating to
general principles of Thai grammar, namely consonants, vowels, tones, punctuation mark usage
and poetic composition techniques. In the second part, the results obtained from analyzing the
ancient Thai lessons are summarized. The third part presents values and reflection of Thai society

and culture which can be found in those ancient Thai lessons.
