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The aim of’ this research was to survey the ego states based on TA theory in students of
KMITL. Subjects were 1,335 undergraduate students, 696 (52.1%) males and 638 (47.9%) females. The
PAC personality test was used for assessing the characteristic in sampled groups then the results were
statistically analyzed by means, standard deviation, and method of t-test. For this research, the finding
were (1) there are no significantly different among types of personality in sampled group which the
score” was highest in type of adult ego state (A), child ego state (C) and parent ego state (P),
respectively. (2) Male students presented the significantly greater score on adult ego state (A) than
female students, with p-value < .05 level. (3) All sampled subjects were represented slightly higher
score on subtypes of nurturing parent (NP) than critical parent (CP). (4) In male students, the score on
subtypes of critical parent (CP) was higher than nurturing parent (NP) while the result was adversely
found in female sampled group which indicated the higher score on subtypes of nurturing parent (NP)
than critical parent (CP). (5) All subjects were shown the greater score on subtype of adapted child
(AC) more than score on subtype of free child (FC). Finally, (6) the score on subtype of adapted child
(AC) were higher in male than in female students whereas female students presented more likely of the

score on subtype of free child (FC) than in male sampled subjects.
