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Abstract

This program evaluation research aimed to evaluate both processes and outcomes of the
antiviolence campaign project. The subjects were 132 female high-school students from one private
school, 60 female supporting personnel from the Faculty of Nursing, CMU, 53 housewives in Sutep
subdistrict , 68 professional nurses from Maharaj Nakorn Chiang Mai hospital, and 47 third year
nursing students from the Faculty of Nursing, CMU. The main activity of the project was violence
education, which consisted of using various methods depending on the target groups. The methods used
included participatory learning, listening to the audiotape and self-learning from websites. Data were
collected using questionnaires that obtained personal characteristics, attitudes and knowledge about
violence, and satisfaction with project participation. The data were analyzed using frequency,

percentage and t-test.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. After attending the project the mean scores of attitudes and knowledge about violence in
all groups increased with statistical significance.

2. All groups of subjects were satisfied at a high level with the project participation.

3. Problems and barriers in implementing the project included inadequate preparation of
project implementators due to time constraint, inadequate and low quality materials, and

limited budgets.

The results suggest that the antiviolence campaign project should be further implemented. The
project should expand to the male population and all age groups. The project objectives should be skills

building for violence prevention. In addition, project implementors should be better prepared.
