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The study was aimed at

1. investigating the driving behavior of motorcyclists and car drivers:

2. identifying the factors affecting their driving behavior.

The data collected from 50 car drivers and 50 motorcyclists by using a constructed
questionnaire. The total subjects were 100. Frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation
were used to describe the data and Chi-square were employed to find out the relationship between
varizbles.

1. General background information_ Most of the samples were male (50.0%). They
were 30 years old (53.0%). They finished secondary school (39.0%). They were engaged in
general employment and self-employment (32.0%). They could read Thai (65.0%). They learnt
how to drive themselves (88.0%). They had scme restrictions in travelling time (61.0%). Most
drive during the day (71.0%). They did not encounter emergency (56.0%).

2. As a whole, the sample group had good driving behavior.

3. As a whole, the sample group had a good knowledge of the traffic rulcs.

4. Age, education, occupation, ability to read Thai and type of vehicles were found to
significantly influence their driving behavior.

5. The factors that had no impact on their driving behavior were gender, method of
learning how to drive, restrictions in travelling time, period of the riving time, driving experience

and knowledge about the traffic rules.

Recommendations
1. Motorists should be educated the traffic rules, especially driving past joint lanes and
taking turnings so that they will strictly followed the traffic rules.

2. Agencies concerned as well as traffic police must strictly enforce the law and give
appropriate punishments to this who violate the traffic rules.

3. Before being issued a driving license of any kind, the applicant must undergo training
and pass the test. There should be strictness in issuing driving licensed. The government should
encourage driving-license applicants to attend a driving school before issuing driving licenses.

4. Agencies concemed must focus on public relations in order to make motorists realize

the importance of safety-driving.
