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The study of the role of Ubonratchatani's Muang District Police Station's anti-
drug crime suppression has two objectives: 1) To study the effect of the anti-drug role
of the police in Ubonratchatani's Muang District Police Station, and 2) to study factors
that affect their anti-drug role.

The samplings used in the study totalled 125 crime-suppression police
officers in the Muang District. Questionnaires were used as a tool to gather information.
The information was analyzed through percentage, mean, standard deviation, the i-test
and F-test. The outcome of the study is as follows:

The officers are male, aged 31-40, graduated less than bachelor's degree,
and ranks vary from police sergeant majesty to police sergeant ; they have been
working 21-30 years, hold senior positions in the crime suppression division, eam
Bt10,001-Bt15,000, have 6-10 years experience in crime suppression but have never
undergone anti-drug training.

Most of the crime-suppression police officers acknowledge their anti-drug
role at the moderate level, followed by low and high levels.

The officers anti-drug role in general is at a high level. Their crime-suppression
roles comprise anti-drug campaigns, tackling drug problems in communities, tackling
drug abuse among workers, tackling drug abuse in school, and drug rehabititation.

Factors that do not affect the anti-drug role of the crime-suppression police
are education, ranks, the number of working years, positions, salaries, work experience,
and experience in anti-drug training.

Suggestions:

Police should provide training to vciunteers in the anti-drug campaign and
consistently campaign among young people, as well as organize public relations and
anti-drug campaigns for the general public. Drug abuse in various places should be checked
randomly. Drug addicts must be sent to rehabilitation centers as fast as possible. Anti-

drug training for police must be organized to increase their efficiency in anti-drug work.
