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The Study examined The Opinion of the Writ of Summon Receivers toward
Criminal Witness : A Case Study of Minburi Provincial Court. The factors influencing
their opinions, some methods to solve problems concerning criminal witnessing,
and some guidelines to amend the laws and regulations on criminal witnessing.
A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 327 criminal witnesses.

Percentage and Chi-square was used for data analysis.
The findings were briefly stated below :

1. Most of the respondents were male. Their ages were 31-40. They held a
Bachelor's degree and were government officials. Their monthly incomes were 15,001
baht or more. They had been witnesses in court for four times or more.

2. Most of the respondents had a good knowledge about witnessing in court.

3. As a whole, the writ receivers agreed to criminal witnessing. When the
individual aspects were considered, they were found to agree with protection from the
State, court officials’ performance in the justice process, and the penalty measure of the
court. However, they could not give an opinion on reasons for criminal witnessing.

4. The factors found to be significantly related to the writ receiver's opinions on
criminal witnessing were age, education, occupation, income, and experience as a
witness in court. On the contrary, gender and knowledge about criminal witnessing were
found to have no relationship with their opinions on criminal witnessing.
