The study was aimed at ascertaining the attitude of vocational students toward students’
sexual relationships and the factors related to their sexual relationship. The sample group
consisted of 187 students from the Satun Technical College. A questionnaire was used as the
rescarch instrument.  Frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, Chi-square test were

cmployed for data analysis.

The findings were summed up as follows :

Most of the vocational students at the Satun Technical College tended to be conservative
about students’ sexual relationship.

The factors affecting their attitude toward sexual relationship were sex, income, and
people that one stayed with. That is, female students tended to be more conservative about
students’ sexual relationship than male ones. Next, the students who had high income tended to
be more conservative than those who had low income. Lastly, the students who staycd with their

friends tended to be more conservative than those who stayed with their relatives,

Recommendations

The following recommendations were made.
1. The government should set a policy that sex education most be taught in all levels of
educational institutions. The content of the curriculum must be suitable with the child

development and different age groups.

2. The parents should cooperate closely with educational institutions to look after their
children’s sexual behavior and should help to find some way to control them and to correct their

improper sexual behavior.
3. Ethics and morale should be seriously taught in schools or educational institutions so

that students will know what is right or wrong.
