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This research has 3 following objectives, 1) To study patterns of prostitution of
Thai teenagers in eastern Thailand. 2) To study prostitution strategies of Thai teenagers
in eastern Thailand and 3) To study the cycle of prostitution. The study was conducted
by qualitative method from documentary resources and from 19 cases by in-depth
interviews. The analysis was conducted by descriptive method, including descriptive
statistics, namely, mean, frequency, and percentage. |

The study found that prostitution of Thai teenagers in eastern Thailand could be
observed in 3 patterns, which are a) by oneself, b) by group and C) by network, in which
the prostitution through group seems to be more common pattern than others.
Additionally, most joined a group by having agents or middle people as their
representative

There are 3 prostitution strategies of Thai teenagers in eastern Thailand 1) by
direct contact with clients 2) through agents and 3) via Internet. However, most
informants reveal that through agents is the most common strategy in this business.
Agents will manage and arrange everything, including price negotiation, and venue
appointment. The agents would pay for transportation and clients would have to pay the

price that they have agreed.
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The main reason of joining prostitution of Thai teenagers in eastern Thailand is
the economic necessity, and they think that it is an easy job with good pay - nothing to
invest but the body.

The solutions to tackle this problem could be divided into 3 periods based on
the cycle of prostitution as follows; 1) before prostitution period 2) during prostitution
period and 3) after prostitution period. Most informants can handle problems that might
come up during prostitution quite well, such as asking clients to use condoms. As for
before prostitution, to prevent being cheated by the clients, the teenagers will ask for
money from the clients before having sexual intercourse, and in case of precaution,
most use the agents to represent and negotiate with clients on their behalf. After
prostitution period, for health-safety ;)urpose. most informants choose to have their
physical check up frequently.

The researcher suggested 3 solutions regarding this problem. They are as
follows. 1) In terms of individual context, a new thinking system and attitude toward this
issue should be cultivated. There should be a campaign for the value of Thai culture and
proper value to Thai youth, as they are Thai people, to preserve the dignity of their self-
values. 2) As for social context, all concerned sectors should involve in promoting,
offering oppodunities and creating jobs especially for teenage_rs so that they can use
their own potentials to be worthwhile. They will have steady income from a decent job
rather than earning income from prostitution. 3) In terms of legal context, there should be
severe punishments on all relevant parties involving in prostitution, i.e. clients, sex

workers, authorities, and related officers either directly or indirectly.
