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The purposes of the study were TE 1 4 8 5 B 4

1. to find out the opinions of community leaders and local leaders on the role of the
Tambun Patung Administrative Organization in conserving the Chun river.

The sample included 80 community leaders and local leaders. They were the
administrative team and the members of the Tambun Patung Administrative Organization,
government officials in Tambun Ptung, and subdistrict heads and village headmen in all the
villages in Tambun Patung. A questionnaire was used to collect the data. Percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test and F-test were employed to analyze the data.

The findings were summarized below.

As a whole, the opinion of the community leaders and the local leaders on the role of
the Tambun Patung Administrative Organization in conserving the Chun river was found to be
moderate. All the dimensions were found to be moderate. These dimensions were public
relations campaign, setting conservation plans and activities, and building of cooperation and

support from the people.

1. Agencies concerned, i.c., the local government, the water source conservation and
management unit, schools and the Tambun Patung Administrative Organization should increase
their role and boopcratc with each other in making people realize the importance of the Chun
river conservation more than ever.

2. The Tambun Patung Administrative Organization as the hostess unit should increase
its role in setting plans and activities o conserve the Chun river, especially disposal of garbage
in the river, prevention of water pollution. Also, eco-tourism should be promoted by asking for
a supporting budget from other related agencies, such as the tourism Authority of Thailand.

3. It should seek more cooperation and support from the people, especially in academic
activities, by granting a budget to schools to hold activities related to water conservation and

others that people can participate in.
